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 Unlocking the potential…      
Over view of Sports Allocated Sports Grant expenditure 2022 / 23 to enhance the quality and breadth of PE and sports provision
PE is a part of every child’s entitlement to a good education. It provides pupils with the generic skills, knowledge and understanding they need to become physically literate, and at the same time gives most of them their first regular experiences of sport. When taught well, PE enthuses and inspires pupils to participate fully and develop a life-long love of physical activity, sport and exercise. 

Sport Premium Funding 

This funding is ring fenced and can only be spent on improving provision of PE and sport in school. The DfE guidance states that possible uses for the funding may be:

- hiring specialist teachers / coaches to work with Primary teachers when teaching PE. 

- paying for professional development opportunities for teachers in PE and sport. 

- running sporting competitions, or increasing pupils’ participation in the School Games. 

- buying quality assured professional development modules or materials for PE and sport. 

- providing places for pupils on after school sports clubs and holiday clubs. 

- hiring specialist teachers / coaches to deliver modules on healthy lifestyles and swimming .

	Key Achievements to Date:
	Areas for Development:

	· All children across the school taught by sports coach at least once a week. 

· Staff now have access to new curriculum materials using I-PEP and Val Sabin. These planning docs are embedded into the new knowledge and skills-based curriculum.  

· Staff trained in the new curriculum and what a good PE lesson looks like: Warm up; teach new skill relating to game; practise the skill; learn the skill on the move; apply skill with a partner; use in small sided game; cool down. 
· Clear overview in place for each Milestone which makes clear key skills and knowledge to be covered within each unit. It clearly links to the Rosenshine Principles. 

· Alligned work of the school with Sports Coaching Group so to ensure same skills and knowledge covered. 
· Long term planning includes OAA. This is covered in residentials and additional sessions led by Sports Coach.  
· Swimming: by using Pools for Schools, we could offer swimming to Year 5 and 6 pupils who haven’t achieved the curriculum, along with 5 x 45 minute sessions for Milestone 2 and at 2 after school club sessions for Infant pupils. 

	· Figures for inclusion in sporting competition is down in the majority of classes. Implement calendar of intra house sporting competitions to maximise participation rates in competitive sport with 6 sports (2 each term and pupils choose). This will give Junior classes 100% for involvement in competitive sport. 

· Greater degree of staff training in the teaching of PE. At the moment included the Heber money but only 2 staff. Need to assign at least £1000 to training. 
· Ensure school has access to online mental health programme for teaching within SMSC. 

· Resources for PE need updating. 

· The Teaching of Dance. Need staff training in this area to ensure I-PEP units are covered. 

· Sports Coach to engage in 2 x lunchtime session to support Play Leaders and 1 x Lunch club to prep for tournaments. 

· Assessments showing Depth scores low across classes. Review summative assessment for the subject and implement possible “weighted” system as dance, OAA and gymnastics is pulling down overall average for some pupils.
