Context

Farndon Primary School is a one form entry rural village school; situated 8.9miles from the city of Chester and 6.5 miles from Wrexham. It sits on the border of Wales, adjacent to the village of Holt, meaning a significant proportion of the school’s intake is from Wales. There is a bus route from Wrexham to Chester that operates Monday to Saturday. 
The school is currently a 7 class school with an additional Nursery. Our PAN is 30 meaning we can take up to 210. We are currently at 206 pupils. In Nursery (14)
We have a Reception class (26), Y1 class (30), Y2 class (30) Y3 class (30) Y4 class (32) Y5 class (31) and Y6 (27) class.
Historically, children have come to the school from a wide area as the village of Farndon itself cannot sustain the current school numbers.
The demographics of the school numbers are outlined later but the current success of the school means that the major number of children at the school will continue to come from outlying areas.

As part of the Basic Need programme and the allocation of S106 monies, Farndon Primary School has been awarded approximately £1.2 million for the purpose of creating additional pupil places and constructing additional accommodation on the school site. 
New housing developments totalling approx.230 houses are currently built or planned within close proximity of the school and this suggests an increase in pupil numbers. 

Building work is expected to begin Summer 2017. Partial completion is expected at the end of September 2017 with the rest of the building work to be carried out the following year. The school is expected to grow to its new PAN intake of 45 over the next 7 years reaching its full capacity within the academic year 2025/2026.
Currently, some staff members walk as they live locally, so staff/car numbers are currently less than could be expected, however our staff number would increase from 33 to approx. 42 to incorporate all provision offered.
This travel plan represents the current situation at Farndon Primary School but also attempts to give some indicators of future demand (as per the expected new PAN), based on the historical demographic evidence available.

Future developments

· From 2017/18 the school will have an intake number of 45 with nursery provision of up to 26 children due to potential changes to funding, offering up to 30 hours. Over the next 4 years, the school will grow to 11 classes with mixed classes and 315 pupils in total.
· Staff number would increase from 32 to approx. 42 to incorporate all provision offered.

· New housing developments in the area will continue to affect the school place pressure on school. New intakes of children growing the number of children on roll.
· Staff levels – impact on car use by increased number of staff required
· Redesign of front of school to meet needs of access and parking

· Car use to grow according to increased number of children in school. Monitor the effect on the community and the school in terms of road infrastructure.
· Promote use of car share. 

· Investigate use of walking bus as appropriate to village accessibility.

· Liaise with Parish Council over possible crossing point or patrol which is staffed. 

· Liaise with property developers over a path and entrance into the school from the estate.

Family questionnaires
An extensive survey of parents and pupils was conducted in October 2016. It aimed to establish how they felt about their child's journey to school. It determined the areas of concern and what they expected to happen to alleviate these concerns. It was used as an opportunity to seek suggestions on how school travel could be improved. Some of the results are detailed below.

Surveys were distributed to all parents of the school. A 69% return was obtained from 147 families in the school (102 surveys were returned).
HOW FAR PUPILS LIVE FROM SCHOOL

· 47% of children live less than 1 mile from school

· 7% of children live between 1 – 2 miles from school
· 9% of children live between 2 – 3 miles from school
· 9% of children live between 3 – 5 miles from school
· 26%  of children over 5 miles from school. 
· 5% no response given. 
The above chart shows that, understandably, the distance people live from school has an effect on the number of pupils who walk. 54% live less than 2 miles from the school and currently statistics show 53% of families walk.

Farndon Primary School

26% of schools staff travel by sustainable modes to work





The school is situated in a small, rural village (2011 census recorded 740 dwellings) with extremely limited public transport. 





There is a range of housing type – social housing to large detached properties with levels of affluence relative to cost of these properties.


The vast majority of parents at the school are in employment, with both parents working in many instances – the second income full or part time.


The village itself cannot sustain the school PAN and 73% of our children come from Farndon village. 17% of the school’s intake come from out of catchment and are from Wales as the school sits on the border. 7% are out of catchment within Cheshire West and 3% are in Chester (including surrounding areas). 





Educational standards at Farndon Primary School are above average, which linked to a popular local High School mean the school attracts pupils from a wider area greater than its catchment area, particularly from Wales (See catchment area map).





The demographic of the school in terms of affluence is therefore mixed – whilst the school setting suggests an area of wealth, there is a range of socio-economic backgrounds evident making up the school population.
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
