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I am writing to you all to inform you of the changes to school uniform that will be introduced from this September 2025.

This letter is to give you advance warning of this change and to ensure that if you are buying items of school uniform between now and the start of the new academic year that you are aware of the new requirements. 

The change is being introduced to improve the current standard of uniform being worn by students in the school, whilst ensuring that we have a cost effective, smart uniform that is a representation of the high standards we uphold. 

The vast majority of our uniform will look the same. From September 2025 we ask that the red hooded jumpers are not to be worn. The predominant change we are making, is the change in provider. We are now using a more local company called Uniformity. Governors believe that by using Uniformity as our supplier, we will obtain the best value for money and ensure our uniform costs are reasonable and affordable. Through the tendering process, we believe that their garments are also high quality and very durable.
Governors also took into consideration how the uniform can be obtained. Uniformity have a website https://www.uniformityschools.com/collections/farndon-primary-school  that allows parents to order online, but rather than pay delivery charges,  the uniform can be delivered direct to school for free. Deliveries arrive in school each Thursday and parents can collect from the main office after receiving a text from the company.  For parents wishing to 'try before they buy', there is a physical branch in Handbridge, Chester that you can visit and purchase from. It is open Monday to Friday 8:30am – 4:30pm and can be found at 22-26 Handbridge, Chester, CH4 7JE (Tel: 01244 680187)
The DFE has made it clear that schools should keep the embroidered logo garments to just 3 items. As a minimum, we ask that all pupils have the embroidered badge logo for the Jumper / Cardigan, the PE Sports T-shirt and the Sports ¾ zip top. 

I hope the advance notice of this new requirement will enable you to plan your uniform purchases for the new academic year. From September, where students are not following the school uniform guidance, a letter will be sent home.
